It
caused a lot of pain because | had bought this puppy two
months ago and told Barbara this would get my attention off
self and my health situation. | named her Patches because
the word meant to heal or mend. | think this puppy helped
me tremendously along this line and | truly enjoyed this
puppy. But we are not always prepared for what life brings
to us. Often times the only thing that we can control are not
the events which surround our lives but our attitudes about
these events as they unravel before our very eyes.

Our new program which is being offered on Wednesday
evenings entitled Body — Mind — Spirit is a program which
enables us to prepare for life’s tedious moments. The
program permits us to develop our possibilities and
resources so that we are not so overwhelmed when bad
things happen unexpectedly.
