Century History

Did You Know...

My family joined Century December 4, 1960. The
members met at Washington School (Sutton), then
moved to Southern Jr. High. We had one adult class and
Tom Laswell was the teacher. | had three boys ages 13,
10 and 8 in Sunday School. Rev. Charles Bare came as
minister in September 1960. The campaign started for
purchase of land to build a church. This goal was
reached July 1961. In November members pledged
money for the building fund. Ground breaking was in
June 1962. The first day of occupancy was May 12,
1963. | added another son in April 1962.

This was all a very exciting and rewarding experience. It
certainly made you feel you were a part of every brick
and mortar of the building. Everyone felt this
excitement from the very young to the older members.
Early in the church life there were no Elders or Deacons.
The men who were there served as they were needed.
The young boys in the church were always setting up
chairs for Sunday School and meetings. Mae Bare
organized the youth choir and it was very good. We
took turns cooking supper for the youth groups.
Spaghetti and sloppy joes were poplar. Mac and Wade
LaMaster were dedicated youth leaders. Bill and BeGee
Baker donated the two flower stands and volunteers
made flower arrangements for Sunday service.

The first baptism in the church was for a Sunday School
class December 22, 1963. The first wedding was
Randolph Newman Percy and Hazel Randolph’s
daughter, Thelma. The adult class met in the choir
section for Sunday School. Teachers were Tom Laswell,
Dr. Philips and John Beard. Some of the other Sunday
School teachers were Martha Wheeler, Martha Laswell,
Ted Alexander, Mae LaMaster, Francis Curd and Ruth
Dehaven.

The two members who were inspiring to me were, Mrs.
Dorothy Stark and Mrs. Lucy Smith. At Century we
began as one big happy Church family.
