 When I tell the people there that I am the new 

pastor of Century Christian Church, they try to give a 

look of acknowledgement, but they are not quite sure.

Naturally, I 

point out my vehicle in the parking lot and tell them to 

stop in whenever they see it there, and of course, I 

mention that we are open on Sunday.
