It would be easy
to throw out some creative phrases that would only serve to
scratch the outside surface: “It’s a lovely church. The
people are so friendly and caring.” While there is undeniable
truth in these statements, they do not give justice to my
feelings or to this church. How can any parent put into
words what their children mean to them? How do you
describe the love you have and your inner most feelings.
Someone once told me that you will never truly understand
the love your parents have for you until you have children of
your own. | have found that to be so true and | think that is
true of this church as well. None of us can fully understand
or realize what this church really means until we experience
it, truly experience it. The type of experience that | mean
does not come from filling a pew. It is the experience that
comes with the celebration of God’s love and his acceptance
in our lives. It is felt in the comfort and strength that is given
and the hope of everlasting life.

During my many years at Century, | have seen the ups and
downs of our membership, of our stewardship. Facts that
many naively feel are the pulse of the church. But never
once have | ever felt that God’s presence was not here.
Never once have | sensed that the love, the caring and the
fellowship of this church had diminished in anyway. Century
and its people have helped me raise two wonderful children.
It has been there through the death of both of my parents.
It has been there when | needed comfort and healing. It has
been there when | just needed a smile and a warm embrace.
It has been there in times of celebration and joy and in times
of trouble and despair. It has been a guidepost in my own
spiritual journey with God. It expounds our confession of
faith with a Christian doctrine of acceptance, oneness and
freedom.

Century is a place of God and is blessed by God. It has
provided me a little piece, a little glimpse of heaven.
